TRAI has endeavored greater competition in
telecom sector together with better quality and
affordable prices. In order to meet the objectives
of NTP, 99 vide notification of the Government
dated 9th January, 2004, broadcasting and cables
services have also come under the purview of
TRAI The grants for TRAI is made by Central
Government.
