4. Consumer Welfare Fund:-

Consumer Welfare Fund was constituted
in 1991 by amending Central Excise and Salt
Act, 1944 (1 of 1944) for utilizing the funds for
welfare of the consumers in accordance with the
rules framed. Money which is not refundable to
the manufacturers under the Central Excise Act
is credited to the fund.

Consumer Welfare Fund rules were
notified on 25th November, 1992. Subsequently
on the recommendations of the Central Consumer
Protection Council, the rules were further
amended on 27th January, 1994 to make it more
broad based. Subsequent modifications to the rules
took place on 16.06.94, 16.01.95 and 13.06.2002.
Fund has been set up by Department of Revenue
but is operated by Ministry of Consumer Affairs,
Food and Public Distribution for providing
financial assistance to promote and protect the
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welfare of consumers and strengthen the voluntary
consumer movement in the country particularly
in the rural areas.
