(b) “Jaipur Special Economic Zone” - the
original provision of Rs.41.00 lakhs was
augmented to Rs.49.00 lakhs by obtaining
supplementary grant of Rs.8.00 lakhs.
However, there was a saving of Rs.12.73
lakhs (including supplementary grant);

Savings under the above three heads were
due to non-filling up of vacant posts and economy
measures.
