5. Telecom Regulatory Authority of India

The Telecom Regulatory Authority of
India (TRAI) was established under the Telecom
Regulatory Authority of India Act, 1997 enacted
on 28" March, 1997. The TRAI (Amendment)
Act, 2000 led to reconstitution of the Authority.
TRAI has endeavored greater competition in
telecom sector together with better quality and
afforedable prices. In order to meet the objectives
of NTP, 99 vide notification of the Government
dated 9" January, 2004, broadcasting and cables
services have also come under the purview of
TRAI. The grants for TRAI is made by Central
Government.

6. Universal Service Obligation Fund

The New Telecom Policy 99 (NTP-99)
envisages provision of access to basic telecom
services to all at affordable and reasonable prices.
The resources for meeting the Universal Service
Obligation (USO) are to be generated through a
Universal Service Levy (USL) which would be a
percentage of the revenue earned by the operators
under various licenses. Collections towards
Universal Service Levy (USL) from service
providers as a component of license fee (LF) are
credited to the Consolidated Fund of India and
allotment of funds for transfer to Universal
Service Obligation Fund is made through
Parliamentary approval as per Budgetary
procedure.
