(3) “Fishing Harbour Facilities at Major and
Minor Ports” - excess of Rs.446.72 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of

Excess under the above three heads was
due to more demand of funds from State
Governments in the Schemes.

(C) Major Head “3602” — “Grants for
Centrally Sponsored Plan Schemes - Fisheries -
Marine Fisheries — Landing and Berthing
Facilities for Fishing Crafts at Major and Minor
Ports” - excess of Rs.200.00 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of Rs.200.00 lakhs) was due
to more demand from Government of Pondicherry
for construction of fishing harbour.
