Residential Buildings — Other Housing - External
Affairs” — excess of Rs.3152.21 lakhs (against
the sanctioned provision of Rs.10000.00 lakhs)
was due to requirement of additional funds to
clear contractual payments for Tokyo project.

(i)  Major Head “7605” “Loans to
Government of Maldives - New Credits” — excess
of Rs.3771.80 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of Rs.48000.00 lakhs) was due to
requirement of additional funds for extending a
standby credit facility to Government of Maldives
and depreciation of rupee value against US
