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lakhs) constituted 43 percent of the supplementary
grants of Rs.200.00 lakhs obtained in October,
2008 and February, 2009 and 5 percent of the
total sanctioned provision.

Savings/excess occurred under the
following major heads:-
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() Provision of Rs.103.00 lakhs remained
wholly unutilised under two heads.

(I Under Major Head “3451” — “Secretariat
— Department of Public Enterprises” — the original
provision of Rs.396.50 lakhs was augmented to
Rs.586.90 lakhs by obtaining supplementary grant
of Rs.190.40 lakhs which, however, remained
unutilised to the extent of Rs.37.58 lakhs — due
to non-receipt of medical claims and requirement
of less funds towards fees paid to the task force
members owing to less sittings.

(1) Under one head saving of Rs.81.02 lakhs
occurred constituting 62 percent of the sanctioned
provision.

2. The above savings were partly offset by
excess under Major Head “2852” — “General —
Other Expenditure — Counseling/Retraining/
Redeployment, setting up of new Centres/
Addition of Nodal Agencies etc.” — excess of
Rs.136.26 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision
of Rs.710.00 lakhs) was due to requirement of
additional funds for counseling, retraining and
redeployment scheme.
