(I Under Major Head “2013” - “Cabinet
Secretariat - Secretariat Main” -saving of
Rs.177.30 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision
of Rs.1045.00 lakhs) was due to transfer of funds
to sub-head Prime Minister’'s High Level
Committee from where the expenditure was met,
abolition of some posts, winding up of High Level
Committee, non-participation in the conference
by the Chairperson National Authority CWC and
economy measures.

(1) Under one head saving of Rs.90.85 lakhs
occurred constituting 64 percent of the sanctioned
provision.

3. The above savings were partly offset by
excess under Major head “2013” - “Cabinet
Secretariat-Prime Minister’'s High Level
Committee” - excess of Rs.119.15 lakhs (against
nil provision) was due to transfer of funds from
Cabinet Secretariat where initial provision was
made for High Level Committee.
