2. Inthe voted portion of the revenue section
of the grant, although supplementary grants of
Rs.43855.00 lakhs was obtained in October, 2008
and February, 2009 and an amount of Rs.344.06
lakhs was surrendered, the expenditure exceeded
the sanctioned provision by Rs.7939.23 lakhs
