implementation of 6" Central Pay Commission
Report.

(C) Major Head “3601” - “Grants for Centrally
Sponsored Plan Schemes - Administration of
Justice - Other Grants - Grants for infrastructural
Facilities for judiciary” — excess of Rs.1154.80
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lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of
Rs.11100.00 lakhs) was due to re-appropriation
of funds from Major Head “2552” to functional
heads for utilisation on schemes for the benefit
of North Eastern Region and Sikkim.

3. In the capital section of the grant, provision
of Rs. 3.00 lakhs remained wholly unutilised in
three cases under Major Head “4070” — “Capital
Outlay on Other Administrative Services” and
was eventually surrendered.
