2007.

(b) “S&T Programme of Department” - saving
of Rs.289.22 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of Rs.497.00 lakhs) was due to
receipt of less claims.

(B) “Fertilizer Subsidy - Payments under
Fertilizers Freight Subsidy Scheme” - saving of
Rs.31000.00 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of Rs.105000.00 lakhs) was due to re-
appropriation of funds for discharging statutory
liabilities for payment on import of urea within
the prescribed time limit.

2. The above savings were partly offset by
excess under Major Head “2401” - “Import of
Fertilizers” — excess of Rs.100928.17 lakhs
(against the total sanctioned provision of
Rs.406178.00 lakhs including supplementary
grant of Rs.220000.00 lakhs obtained in August,
2006 and December, 2006) was due to
requirement of additional funds for discharging
statutory liabilities for payment on import of urea
within the prescribed time limit.

3. In the capital section of the grant, the
overall savings (Rs.2518.00 lakhs) exceeded the
supplementary grant of Rs.1218.00 lakhs obtained
in March, 2007 and constituted 21 percent of the
total sanctioned provision.
