The fund is financed from part (3.5 paise
per liter) of the proceeds of Union Excise and
Customs Duties levied on taxed motor spirit (other
than aviation spirit) credited to the Consolidated
Fund of India by way of grants voted by
Parliament.

Territories (at 12 percent) of the amount collected
are also made out of fund by way of grants voted
by Parliament. The balance in the Fund is utilised
for development of National Highways.
