)] Provision of Rs.1139.00 lakhs remained
wholly unutilised under two heads; of these
Rs.1127.00 lakhs alone accounted for under Major
Head “2552” — “Other Expenditure — Provision
for Projects/Schemes for the benefit of North
Eastern States including Sikkim” — due to re-
appropriation of part funds to the functional heads
for utilisation on projects/schemes for the benefit
of North Eastern Region including Sikkim and
surrender of the balance amount.
