(@) “Assistance to Non-Government Colleges
and Institutes — Grants-in-aid to Private
Colleges”- the original provision of
Rs.1380.00 lakhs was augmented to
Rs.1400.00 lakhs by obtaining
supplementary grant of Rs.20.00 lakhs.

Savings under the above two heads were
due to non-creation of posts.

(B) Major Head “2070” — “Home Guards -
Chandigarh” - the original provision of Rs.651.00
lakhs was augmented to Rs.698.00 lakhs by
obtaining supplementary grant of Rs.47.00 lakhs
which, however, remained unutilised to the extent
of Rs.25.63 lakhs — due to employment of less
daily wagers.
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(C) Major Head “2210” — “Urban Health
Services — Allopathy - Hospitals and
Dispensaries — Other Dispensaries” - the original
provision of Rs.642.10 lakhs was augmented to
Rs.698.10 lakhs by obtaining supplementary grant
of Rs.56.00 lakhs which, however, remained
unutilised to the extent of Rs.18.03 lakhs — due
to non-receipt of electricity and water charges
bills.

provision of Rs.3200.00 lakhs was augmented to
Rs.3750.00 lakhs by obtaining supplementary grant
of Rs.550.00 lakhs which, however, remained
unutilised to the extent of Rs.91.23 lakhs — due
to actual deficit fixed by the Ministry of Human
Resource Development.

of Rs.277.00 lakhs was augmented to Rs.287.00
lakhs by obtaining supplementary grant of
Rs.10.00 lakhs which, however, remained
unutilised to the extent of Rs.6.69 lakhs — due to
non-creation of posts.

(b) “Other Expenditure — T.S. Central State
Library, Chandigarh” - the original
provision of Rs.175.22 lakhs was
augmented to Rs.191.22 lakhs by obtaining
supplementary grant of Rs.16.00 lakhs
which, however, remained unutilised to the
extent of Rs.5.53 lakhs — due to non-
creation of posts.

(@) “Management”- the original provision of
Rs.237.50 lakhs was augmented to
Rs.261.50 lakhs by obtaining
supplementary grant of Rs.24.00 lakhs
which, however, remained unutilised to the
extent of Rs.5.03 lakhs — due to non-filling
up of vacant posts and less purchase of
material.

(b) “Repairs and Maintenance” - the original
provision of Rs.1260.00 lakhs was
augmented to Rs.1298.00 lakhs by
obtaining supplementary grant of Rs.38.00
lakhs which, however, remained unutilised
to the extent of Rs.33.53 lakhs — due to
less purchase of material for repair of
buses.
