4. Central Coal Mines Rescue Station
Fund:-

The Rescue Service in Coal Mines is
organised by the Central Coal Mines Rescue
Station Committee constituted under the Coal
Mines Rescue Rule, 1959.  Besides the rescue
and recovery work, rescue station takes steps to
minimise possibility of any explosion, outbreak of
fire on dangerous eruption of noxious and
inflammable gases and also train colliery workers
in reserve recovery.  The activities of the
committee are financed by the levy of Cess on
Coal and Coke produced and dispatched from
Mines.  The activities relating to mobilisation and
expansion of mines rescue services are financed
by means of contribution from the CRI. There
was no transaction in the fund since 1986 and as
such the closing balance at the end of 2003-04
stood at the same level (i.e. Rs. Minus 44,32
