(B) “Leave Encashment Benefits’ - saving of
Rs.745.88 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision
of Rs.3077.33 lakhs) was due to absorption of
staff and officers in Bharat Sanchar Nigam
Limited.

(C) *“Other Pensions’ - saving of Rs.178.42
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of
Rs.182.47 lakhs) was due to receipt of less claims
than anticipated.

(IV) Under Major Head “3275" - savings
occurred under the following heads:-

(A) “Wireless Planning and Co-ordination” -
saving of Rs.3808.48 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provison of Rs.13346.00 lakhs) was due to delay
in import of machinery compared to initia Plan.
