(E) “Family Wdfare — Rural Family Wefare
Services — Sub-Centres’ — excess of Rs.15249.08
lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of
Rs.155715.00 lakhs) was due to release of more
grants to offset the less alocation of funds made
for the scheme of sub-centres in the beginning of
the financid year and re-appropriation of funds
from Maor Head “2552” to the concerned
functional heads for meeting the expenditure on
the projects schemes for the benefit of North-
Eastern States including Sikkim.
