Secondary Schools - Setting up of Model
Schools (Navodaya Vidyalayas)”- excess of
Rs.2100.00 lakhs (against the total sanctioned
provision of Rs.56766.00 lakhs including
supplementary grant of Rs.4466.00 lakhs) was due
to requirement of more funds for payment of staff
salary and allowances due to merger of 50 percent
dearness allowance in the basic pay and extension
of activities of Navodaya Vidyaayas.

(B) “University and Higher Education-
Assistance to Universities — University Grants
Commission” - excess of Rs.3300.00 lakhs (against
the total sanctioned provision Rs.186960.00 lakhs
including supplementary grant of Rs.21405.00
lakhs) was due to increase in property tax, merger
of dearness allowance, repair of old buildings of
Central Universities, Deemed Universities and
Delhi Colleges.

3. Inthecapita section of the grant, provision
of Rs.1.00 lakh remained wholly unutilised in one
case under Major Head “4202" - “ Capital Outlay
on Education, Sports and Culture” and was
eventually surrendered.
