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(1) Provision of Rs.200.00 lakhs remained
wholly unutilised in one case under “Genera —
Other Expenditure —Petroleum Regulatory
Board’—due to non-consideration of the bill for
setting up of Petroleum Regulatory Board by
Parliament owing to paucity of time.

(1) Under “General —Other Expenditure”—
savings also occurred under the following heads—

(A) “Subsidy on domestic LPG and PDS
Kerosene’—saving of Rs.756.00 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of Rs.630000.00 lakhs);

(B) “Freight Subsidy on retail products for far
flung areas’—saving of Rs.18726.20 lakhs (against
the sanctioned provision of Rs.24600.00 lakhs);
and

(C) “Compensation to Refineries on Account

of irrecoverable State Taxes’—saving of
Rs.136900.52 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provison of Rs.157000.00 lakhs).

Savings under the above three heads were
due to reduction in provison at revised estimates
stage owing to overal reduction of ceiling in
subsidy head.

(D) “Anti  Adulteration Cell”—saving of
Rs.155.55 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision
of Rs.200.00 lakhs) was due to change in terms
and condition of foreign services of officials
working in Anti Adulteration cell.
