“Research and Development — Highway
Research” — saving of Rs.418.39 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of
Rs.1500.00 lakhs) was due to less number
of training programmes for technical and
administrative reasons, non-sanction of new
projects in view of procedura change from
nomination basis to competitive bidding
and restricted visits abroad owing to
economy and other restrictions.

(B) “Roads in Pondicherry” - saving of
Rs.110.00 lakhs (against the sanctioned provision
of Rs.219.00 lakhs) was due to less number of
proposals received from the Union Territory
Government.

) Provision of Rs.28500.00 lakhs remained
wholly unutilised under Magor Head “4552”-
“Other Expenditure — Lumpsum provision for
Projects/Schemes for the benefit of North Eastern
Region and Sikkim” - due to utilisation of
funds by re-appropriation for meeting expenditure
on projects/schemes of North Eastern Region and
Sikkim from the concerned functional heads.

(1) Under Major Head “5054”- “National
Highways’ - savings occurred under the following
heads:-

(A) “Permanent Bridges — Work Financed from
National Highways Permanent Bridges Fees
Fund’- saving of Rs.1897.13 lakhs (against the
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sanctioned provision of Rs.8600.00 lakhs) was
due to less utilisation of funds by the State
Governments.

(B) “Road Works — Works under Roads Wing" —

saving of Rs.64219.77 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provison of Rs.329671.00 lakhs) was
due to non-starting of work on West Bengal
Corridor owing to technical and administrative
reasons and reduction by the Minigtry of Finance
at revised estimates Stage as per expenditure trend.
Saving was also due to procedural delay on
account of re-imbursement procedure, Letter of
Credit, Land acquisition problems, Environment/
Forest clearance, change in ground conditions/
soil data. Also, the work of improvement of
NH-34 in West Benga could not be started due
to delay in finadisation of award of contracts.

(1) Under Mgor Head “7075" — “Roads and
Bridges — Loans to Public Sector and Other
Undertakings — National Highways Authority of
India (externally aided schemes)’” — saving of
Rs.16957.00 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of Rs.45935.00 lakhs) was due to
reduction of provision by the Ministry of Finance
a revised estimates stage.

(Rs.13357.00 lakhs) utilised for augmenting the
provison by re-appropriation as aready reported
to Parliament while abtaining token supplementary
grant of Rs.1.00 lakh in February, 2004) under
Major Head “5054" - “Strategic and Border

Actual excess, however, was Rs.15425.68 lakhs.

6. Savings were also offset by excess under
Magjor Head “5054" - “National Highways -
Machinery and Equipment - Machinery and
Equipment” - excess of Rs.429.04 |lakhs (against
the sanctioned provison of Rs.200.00 lakhs) was
due to re-appropriation of funds from Mgor Head
“4552" for utilisation in the schemes for the benefit
of North-Eastern Region and Sikkim.
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7. Central Road Fund:—

The fund is financed from part (3.5 paise
per litre) of the proceeds of Union Excise and
Customs Duties levied on taxed motor spirit (other
than aviation spirit) credited to the Consolidated
Fund of India by way of grants voted by
Parliament. As per the budgetary provison of
2000-2001 an additional tax of Rs.l/- per litre
has been levied on Petrol with effect from 2nd
June, 1998 and High Speed Diesdls with effect
from Bt March, 1999 for the development and
maintenance of roads. The additional fund is
transferred to Central Road Fund in accordance
with revamped Centra Road Fund Act, 2000 and
releases are made from the Fund to State
Governments and Administration of Union
Territories for development of roads and research
schemes out of grant voted by Parliament in
accordance with the resolution of this Fund.

8. National Highways Permanent Bridges

Fees Fund:-

The fees are levied on mechanically
propelled vehicles using permanent bridges on
National Highways which cost more than Rs.25.00
lakhs and upto Rs.100.00 lakhs for each and were
built and opened to traffic on or after Bt April,
1976 but before the first day of March, 1992 and
there after all the bridges costing more than
Rs.100.00 lakhs on Nationa Highways, shdl be
notified separately for levy of fee collection. The
proceeds from the fees which are collected in the
States and Union Territories Governments are
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initialy credited to the Consolidated Fund of India.
These are transferred to the “Nationa Highways
Permanent Bridges Fees Fund” in the Public
Account of India out of grants voted by
Parliament. Collection charges payable to State
Governments and Administration of Union
Territories (at 12 percent) of the amount collected
are also made out of fund by way of grants voted
by Parliament. The balance in the Fund is utilised
for development of Nationa Highways.
