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4. Price Stabilization Fund:-

Price Stabilization Fund was introduced in
April, 2003 for a period of 10 years with the objective
of providing financial relief to small growers of tea,
coffee, rubber and tobacco having operational
holdings of land up to four hectares, when the price
fall below the average price of previous seven years
International price, without resorting to the practice of
procurement operations by Government agencies.
Price Stabilization Fund Trust was set up by the
Government in September, 2003 to implement the
scheme. Under the scheme, a corpus of ¥500 crores
was to be kept in Public Account of Government of
India with Government of India contribution of
¥482.88 crores and Growers' contribution (towards
entry fee) of ¥17.22 crores. The grower member was
required to deposit T500 (Non-refundable) towards
entry fee, which would form part of the corpus fund of
PSF. The scheme was closed on 30.09.2013.
