6. National Clean Energy Fund: -

The 'National Clean Energy Fund' was
established to finance various new projects relating to
researches in Clean Energy etc. In order to meet the
objectives of 'National Clean Energy Fund' a levy
called clean Energy Cess on coal produced in India
was proposed. This was notified in Gazette
Notification No. 06-2010 - Clean Energy Cessdt.
22.06.2010. The proposed levy of Clean Energy Cess

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funds so generated will be transferred to Reserve
Fund.
