Demands for Grants where expenditure allocations
are made.

6. National Clean Energy Fund: -

The ‘National Clean Energy Fund’ was
established to finance various new projects relating to
researches in Clean Energy etc. In order to meet the
objectives of ‘National Clean Energy Fund’ a levy
called Energy Cess on coal produced in India was
proposed. This was notified in Gazette Notification
No. 06-2010 — Clean Energy Cessdt. 22.06.2010. The
proposed levy of Clean Energy Cess is to be collected
in the form of Tax Revenue and the funds so generated
will be transferred to Reserve Fund. The provision for
expenditure on identified schemes/new projects will
be made in Demand for Grants of different
Ministries/Departments under the functional Major
Heads, The recoveries from the National Clean
Energy Fund will also be made under the same
functional expenditure head so the expenditure on the
schemes and recovery from National Clean Energy
Fund get matched.
