Highways, shall be notified separately for levy of fee
collection. The proceeds from the fees which are
collected in the States and Union Territories
Governments are initially credited to the Consolidated
Fund of India. These are transferred to the “National
Highways Permanent Bridges Fees Fund” in the
Public Accounts of India out of grants voted by
Parliament. Collection charges payable to State
Governments and Administration of Union Territories
(at 12 percent) of the amount collected are also made
out of fund by way of grants voted by Parliament. The
balance in the Fund is utilized for development of
National Highways.
