5. Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Nidhi
(PMSSN):-

To fulfill the commitment of Government to
provide and finance quality health services and
universalized quality basic education and Secondary
and Higher Education, Section 2 (13) of Finance
Account 2018 provide for levying of Health and
Education Cess on income tax at the rate of 4 percent.
The Central Government constituted the 'Pradhan
Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Nidhi' as a single non-
lapsable fund in the Public Account vide Cabinet
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decision No. 11/CM/2021(1) dated 12/03/2021 of
Cabinet Secretariat.

The distribution of proceeds from Health
and Education Cess under Health (PMSS) is 25% of
total proceeds (equivalent to 1% out of 4% of Health
& Education Cess). The proceeds from Health Cess
will finance the schemes/programmes identified by
the Ministry and accordingly suitable provisions will
be made in the DDG under the schemes.

The share of Health Cess will be routed
through non-interest bearing section of Public
Account into which the portion relating to Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare will be transferred.
