lakhs (against the sanctioned provision of 27500.00
lakhs) was due to requirement of additional funds
towards ongoing construction work of Passport offices
and Jawaharlal Nehru Bhawan.

(II) Under Major Head “4216”- “Government
Residential Buildings - Other Housing - External
Affairs” — excess of 3262.05 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of ¥7500.00 lakhs) was due to
requirement of additional funds towards on-going
construction projects in Kabul, Dhaka, Kathmandu,
Brasilia and Islamabad.

5. The above excess was partly offset by saving
under Major Head “7605” - “Loans to Government of
Maldives - New Credit”- funds of 25000.00 lakhs
were provided by obtaining supplementary grant which,
however, remained unutilised to the extent of ¥169.00
lakhs - due to exchange rate variation.
