lakhs. However, there was a saving of 3448.60 lakhs
(including supplementary appropriation) — due to non
reconciliation of accounts between Ministry of External
Affairs and UN/Overseas offices.

2. In the voted portion of the revenue section of
the grant, the overall savings (3528.24 lakhs) constituted
14 percent of the supplementary grants of ¥3808.00
lakhs obtained in August, 2011 and March, 2012 and
half percent of the total sanctioned provision.

(B) “Overseas Audit Offices — Field Offices”- the
original provision of ¥1574.00 lakhs was augmented to
%1690.00 lakhs by obtaining supplementary grant of
%116.00 lakhs which, however, remained unutilized to
the extent of ¥28.34 lakhs - due to delayed posting of
staff and non-submission of medical bills.

(IIT)  Under “Posts and Telecommunications Audit
Offices — Field Offices” — saving of ¥121.29 lakhs
(against the sanctioned provision of ¥7177.00 lakhs)
was due to less tours and non settlement of travel
claims.

3. The above savings were partly offset by
excess under the following heads: -

(D “Civil Audit and Account Offices — Civil Audit
Offices” — excess of X1157.69 lakhs (against the total
sanctioned provision of ¥108463.00 lakhs including
supplementary grant of ¥822.00 lakhs) was due to
requirement of additional funds towards payment of
modified assured career progression scheme arrears
and provisioning of laptops for field audit parties.

(II) “Railway Audit Offices — Field Offices” —
excess of ¥1008.88 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of ¥11966.00 lakhs) was due to requirement
of additional funds towards payment of modified
assured career progression scheme arrears.

(IIT) ~ “Defence Audit Offices — Field Offices” —
excess of T147.12 lakhs (against the sanctioned
provision of ¥4587.00 lakhs) was due to requirement

of additional funds towards opening of new office in
Chandigarh.
