In order to bridge the gap between available
plan resources and estimated requirement to
finance the programme for universalisation of
elementary education, the Finance (no.2) Act, 2004
levied an Education Cess @2% on Corporation
Tax, Taxes on Income other than Corporation Tax
Fringe Benefit Tax, Excise Duty, Custom Duty and
Service Tax.

A non-lapsable funds called Prarambhik
Shiksha Kosh was created in the Public Accounts
of India under the erstwhile Department of
Elementary Education and Literacy in November,
2005.

All proceeds of Education Cess is to be
credited in to this Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh for
being spent on the schemes “ Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyan> and “Mid-Day Meal
Expenditure incurred on these schemes, in the any

Scheme”.

financial year, shall initially be incurred from
Gross Budgetary Support (GBS). Component of
Plan allocation and the expenditure on these
schemes will be financed from Prarambhik Shiksha
Kosh only after GBS is exhausted.

A provision of ¥21670.00 crores was made
in the Union Budget 2012-13 for initial transfer to
the Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh against estimated
receipt of 2% Education Cess. Identical amount
was provided in B.E. 2012-13 for amount to be
recouped from Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh in respect
of expenditure incurred on the schemes relating to
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan and Mid Day Meal.
