(a) “Subsidy on domestic LPG and PDS
Kerosene” - saving of T5038.95 lakhs (against
the sanctioned provision of ¥305000.00 lakhs);
and

(b)  “Freight subsidy on retail products for far flung
areas” - saving of ¥261.06 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of 2600.00 lakhs).

Savings under the above two heads were due
to decline in growth of sale of kerosene and LPG.

(B) “Other Expenditure - Petroleum Regulatory
Board” - saving of I640.00 lakhs (against the
sanctioned provision of ¥1400.00 lakhs) was due to
reduction of provision at revised estimates stage and
availability of unspent balance with the Board.
